Q:
When will I be able to liquidate my travel claim?
A:
Travel claims can be liquidated on arrival only if the member has not requested 80% prior to detaching from previous command. The remaining 20% will be liquidated upon successful completion of RDC “C” School. (If you are attending RDC “C” School) If you are reporting for any other staff duty, you may liquidate your travel claim 100% immediately after reporting to RTC.
Q:
Can I receive BAH rates based upon my dependent’s location while I am stationed at RTC?
A:
No. BAH rates are based on the service member’s ultimate duty station location and not the dependent’s location. Please review OPNAVINST 7220.12 for further clarification.

Q:
Will I be able to live off base while attending RDC “C” School?

A:
Yes.  You are free to reside wherever you are eligible.

Q:  How do I ensure that I have enough money to pay for my lodging, renting, and expenses while in PCS status?

A:  RDC “C” School students are highly encouraged to inquire with their PSD regarding Advanced DLA (Dislocation Allowance) prior to detaching from their current command, as travel claims for RDC students will not be liquidated until successful completion of RDC “C” School.

Q:  My family will be staying at my current location for a year, and I will be a Geo Bachelor until they arrive, can I stay in the Bachelor Quarters?

A:  Yes, however, you will be required to complete a Geo Bachelor package prior to completion of RDC “C” School if you are a prospective RDC, or if you are reporting as a basic instructor you will have until the end of Journeyman Instructor Training School to have this package complete.
You can actually start on this package prior to detaching your current command; the only item that needs a Recruit Training Command signature on your checklist is the Command Financial Specialist worksheet.
